ALTERNATE BALLOONS

You may reduce your loading time for the ribbon by using strings of Link-O-Loon balloons as shown to below
instead of pairs of round balloons. Balloons go in the Matrix as shown in “3” above, but the knot at each end
of each balloon acts as an automatic
stopper when the balloon is close to
being centered in the Matrix straps.

Ribbons may be hung vertically, draped horizontally

or bent into bows. The shape to the right is a popular
form to remind viewers of special causes when balloons
are loaded in specific colors and patterns.
